Alumni Associations

NOMINATION PROCESS

To nominate someone for the National Distinguished Alumni Award, please fill out the
attached form, adding additional pages as necessary.

The nomination is considered and approved by the National Alumni/Volunteer Development
Committee. Once a homination has been received by the Alpha Phi Omega National Office
and the candidate’s membership has been verified, the nomination will be forwarded to the
National Alumni/Volunteer Development Program Director who will share it with the
members of their Committee. A vote on the nomination may take place at the next scheduled
Committee meeting, or by other communication options, as selected by the Program
Director. All efforts will be made to ensure that nominations are given due consideration and
to accomplish this in a timely manner. Expect a minimum of 90 days for the process.

Once a decision has been reached, either the National Executive Director or the National
Alumni/Volunteer Development Program Director will contact the nominator. If a National
Alumni Distinguished Service Key isto be awarded, plans will be made as to where and when
the presentation will be made. Such presentations can be made at National Conventions,
Regional or Sectional Conferences, Chapter Banquets, Alumni Association events or even a
special reception can be arranged as needed.
